B U I L D E R S  S T I L L  P U S H IN G  F O R  S T I M U L U S  P A C K A G E 

NAHB first vice president Joe Robson ap-

peared before the House Small Business 

Committee in June to urge them to push the 

housing stimulus package through congress. 

òHome builders are struggling to stay sol-

vent in the current economic environment,ó 

said Robson.  òThey are taking drastic steps 

to minimize costs, generate capital and 

keep their businesses afloat.ó   

Robson pushed for passage of HR 3221, 

they key component of which is a temporary 

home buyer tax credit.  òNAHB believes that 

the homebuyer credit would help address 

many elements of the current crisisó by 

stimulating new home sales. 

He also told the committee that if congress 

doesnõt do something quickly to generate an 

upturn in home sales and prices continue to 

fall, we could slide into a serious recession 

and conditions in the credit markets could 

deteriorate even further. 

In addition to the housing credit to stimulate 

home sales to first time buyers, other provi-

sions to help revive housing and the econ-

omy include FHA modernization, reform of 

government sponsored Fannie Mae and 

Freddie Mac, expansion of the mortgage 

revenue bond program and enhancement of 

the Low Income housing Tax Credit to help 

spur production of much needed affordable 

rental housing. 

NAHB lobbyists are working hard to convince 

the congress to act on this badly needed 

legislation before their July 4th recess.
