C O N G R E S S  P A S S E S  H O U S I N G  S T I M U L U S  B I L L 

We are happy to report that both the Senate 
and the House passed the housing stimulus 

bill in July.   

Your NCBA Leadership and the NAHB lob-
bied our congressional representatives ag-

gressively in support of the legislation. 

The key elements of the bill are: 

Temporary First-time Home Buyer Tax Credit. 
This will stimulate home buying, reduce ex-
cess supply in housing markets, and shore 
up home prices, which will help halt the 

downward spiral in the housing market. 

FHA modernization and expansion.               
A revitalized FHA will get mortgage money 

flowing again. 

GSE reform. Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac 
reform will lower the cost of capital in hous-
ing markets and free up more funds for 

home purchases or to refinance troubled 

loans. 

Mortgage revenue bond program.  Gives 
states the ability to issue an additional $11 
billion in mortgage revenue bonds, which 
will help strapped borrowers seeking to refi-

nance their home loans. 

Low Income Housing Tax Credit. Enhancing 
this program will expand the supply of much-

needed affordable rental housing. 

NAHB President Sandy Dunn said òThis 
landmark bill contains several provisions to 
help home buyers, stop the slide in home 
prices, provide a lifeline to borrowers facing 
foreclosure, improve mortgage liquidity and 
bolster confidence in Fannie Mae and 
Freddie Mac.  We commend Congress for 
working in a bipartisan fashion to provide 
much-needed relief to the American peo-
