Earlier in the month, President Larry Quigli-
ano and Executive Director John Ennis met 
with Senator George Maziarz at his Wheat�eld 
o�ce to discuss the reform of NYS Labor Laws 
240 and 241 to alleviate the extreme burden 
that these current laws place on our members 
regarding workman’s compensation.  Another 
issue discussed was the NYSBA opposition to ex-
pansion of the authority of the DEC to regulate 
freshwater wetlands.  �is bill would change the 
threshold from 12.4 acres to one acre or more.  

�is proposed legislation also expands the leg-
islative �ndings to include within the bene�ts 
of freshwater wetlands the following: habitat for 
endangered or threatened species, preservation 
of plant species that are rare, endangered or ex-
ploitable and vulnerable, and also preservation of 
communities of plants and animals deemed by 
the DEC commissioners to be rare in the state or 
region of the state.  

�e �nal item discussed at this meeting was 
NYSBA’s opposition to the General Municipal 
Law and Tax Law amendment to permit towns or 
cities to establish community preservation funds 
and to impose a real estate transfer tax with the 

proceeds to fund the community preservation 
fund. �is bill provides a carte blanche for every 
town to use the transfer tax for open space and 
other acquisition.  Dedication of the transfer tax 
e�ectively prohibits the use of this tax for �scal 
emergencies and other such necessary applica-
tions that might arise.
